Learning collocations is an impaortant part of learning the vocabulary of a language. Some
collocations are hxed, or very strrong, tor example take a photo, where no word other than
take collocares with photfo to give the same meaning. Some collocations are more open,
where several different words may be used 1o give a similar meaning, for example keep to /
stick to the rules. Here are some more examples of collocations, |

It is not always easy to separare collocarions and compounds and, where they are useful for
learners or an important part of the vocabulary of a ropic, we include some compounds in
this book too.

Idioms are groups of words in a fixed order thar have a meaning thar cannor be guessed by
knowing the meaning of the individual words. For example, pass the buck is an idiom
meaning ‘to pass responsibility for a problem to another person to avoid dealing with it
oneself’. We deal with idioms in detail in the book English Idioms i Use in this series.

- € Why learn collocations?
Learning collocations is a good idea because they can:

a) give you the most natural way to say something: smoking is strictly forbidden is more
natural than smaoking is strongly forbidden.

b) give you alternative ways of saying something, which may be more colourful/expressive or
mare precise: instead of repeating It was very cold and very dark, we can say It wvas
bitterly cold and piteh dark.

¢) improve vour style in writing: instead of saying poverty camnses crime, you can say
poverty breeds crime; instead of saying a big meal you can say a substantial meal. You
may not need or want to use these in informal conversarions, bur in writing they can
give your text more variety and make it read better: this book includes notes about
formality wherever the collocations are especially formal or informal,
